PROPOSED AGENDA  (as of 2/11/09) 
 
Notes: Run times based on about 12 – 15 minute miles.  Each City police agency along 
the route will take the Torch from the last, and may transfer it to other 
organizations; each City will also provide intersection control as the LETR enters 
their jurisdiction.  Please gather at transfer points and line up about 15 minutes prior to 
the LETR’s scheduled arrival.  Do not allow the LETR to stretch-out.  If you become too 
tired to keep up, “move-over/fall back” and/or grab a ride in any procession vehicle.  
Arrange for pick-up vehicles as necessary.  Don’t forget sun protection and water.

Volusia East Route (Ormond Beach to Edgewater) 
0700 – 0715 Assemble @ start point:  Ormond Beach PD (W. Granada Blvd./SR-40 & S. 
                  Yonge St./US-1 
 
 0730 – START LETR.  proceed 2 miles south on US-1 to Holly Hill.  
 
0755 – arrive Holly Hill (Publix lot @ 1850 Ridgewood Ave./US-1) then 2.7 miles to  
          Daytona Beach 
 
0820 – arrive Daytona Beach (Krystal’s lot @ Ridgewood Ave. & Mason Ave.) then 3.5  
                miles to South Daytona PD  
 
0905 - arrive South Daytona PD parking lot for light breakfast refreshments hosted by  

               Sunset Civitan, until 0930. 

 
0930 – Resume LETR 2.4 miles to Port Orange 
 
1000 – arrive Port Orange (Vermillion Furniture/Rec Warehouse lot @ 3350 S. Ridgewood 

Ave./US-1) then 3.2 miles to *Chevron Station lot, 5800 S. Ridgewood (US-1 & Nova Rd.)  

 

1040 – arrive *Chevron Station (address above). Please Note: Runners/bicyclists have 

pick-up vehicles meet you here.  “Convoy” from this point 5 miles to New Smyrna Beach 
PD to continue LETR at 1100.   
 
1050 – arrive/re-group at the New Smyrna Beach PD parking lot (N. Dixie Freeway/US-1 
& Industrial Park Ave.  The PD is at the south end of the New Smyrna Beach Airport)   
 
1100 – Resume LETR 3.3 miles to Edgewater 
 
1145 – arrive Edgewater (S. Dixie Freeway/US-1 just past 10th St. @ old Starplex Plaza) 
then continue 1 mile south to Park Ave., left on Park Ave. for .2 miles to George R. 

Kennedy Memorial Park (across from Edgewater City Hall at 100 S. Riverside Drive). over 



Noon – conclude Volusia East LETR with a Ceremony at Kennedy Memorial Park.  
Sunset Civitan will host light lunch refreshments.
